Resumo

Baseado em teorias da Andlise Critica do Discurso, da Andise de Discurso Francesa e da
Pragmética, este trabaho evidencia a relacéo existente entre o discurso das ingdituigdes do
sefor que desenvolve a tecnologia nuclear no Brasl e a perpetuacédo do estigma que
carregam. Abordando temas como memdria socid, interdiscurso, formacéo imaginaria, aos
de faa e pressuposicies, defende-se que o discurso pro-nuclear se encontra permeado pelo
antinuclear e que essa redidade reforca a imagem negativa e os problemas de aceitacdo
publica que esse setor ainda enfrenta. O corpus da andise conditui-se em dois blocos. o
site da Comissdo Naciona de Energia Nuclear (CNEN) — entidade federd que licencia e
controla as atividades de todas as indtitui¢des nucleares no pais —, representando o discurso
pré-nuclear; e o textos divulgados em jornais, revigas e sites, posicionando-se contra a
tecnologa nuclear. Contrgpondo os textos pro e antinucleares, a investigacdo mostrou que o
discurso da CNEN estd congruido por um posicionamento que apenas se defende dos
ataques efetivados pelo discurso antinuclear. Enquanto este Ultimo expde fatos envolvendo
acidentes e possiveis perigos relacionados a tecnologia nuclear, o primeiro aborda
principios e garantias, aém de trazer toda a lembranca dos mesmos fatos explorados pelo
discurso opositor. Chegou-se a conclusdo de que o discurso da CNEN esta “ gprisionado”
por um campo de sgnificagdes negeativas e que essa Stuacdo demanda um estudo mais
profundo sobre a construcdo dos sentidos para, talvez, gpontar saidas que reorientem o

quadro do atud discurso pré-nuclear.



Abstract

This thesis examines the relationship between the public acceptance and
image of nuclear energy and the discourse and arguments commonly
employed by the nuclear institutions. In doing so, the Critical Discourse
Analysis, the French Discourse Analysis and Pragmatics theories were used to
evaluate important variables involved in the construction of the nuclear
discourse such as social memory, intertextuality and image construction. The
analysis performed shows that the discourse in favor of the nuclear energy is
in fact imbedded by the anti-nuclear discourse. As a consequence, the
negative image of the nuclear sector is being reinforced at the same time that
its public acceptance becomes more difficult. The core of this analysis consists
of two sets of information. The first one is the internet site of the Brazilian
National Nuclear Energy Commission (CNEN). CNEN is the federal nuclear
regulatory and research and development agency of Brazil. In this analysis it
represents the discourse in favor of nuclear energy. The second set of
information used in this thesis is composed by a number of texts displayed in
the open literature such as newspapers, magazines and internet sites, all of
them expressing anti-nuclear positions. A careful comparison of both sets
shows that the discourse of CNEN, instead of showing new ideas and issues
related to nuclear energy, in fact, stays mainly in a reactive position as if it
were trying to defend itself from the arguments posed by the anti-nuclear
discourse. It was concluded that the discourse of CNEN is constrained within a
complex field of non positive expressions, arguments and ideas mostly
encountered in the anti-nuclear discourse which brings obvious difficulties to
explain the benefits of nuclear energy as a whole. To overcome such situation

a more detailed study of the CNEN discourse is suggested.
